About Visva-Bharati: Founded by the first non-European Nobel Lauteate Rabindranath Thakur (populatly known as
Tagore) in 1921, Visva-Bharati was declared to be a Central University and "An Institution of National Importance" by an Act
of Parliament in 1951. The President of India is the Paridarsaka (Visitor) of the University, the Governor of West Bengal is
the Pradhana (Rector), and the Prime Minister of India acts as the Acharya (Chancellor). The President of India appoints the
Upacharya (Vice-chancellor) of the University. It was granted the status of a unitary, teaching and residential university. The
status and function of all the major institutions have been redefined in successive Amendments.

About the Department of Economics & Politics: The Department of Economics & Politics of Visva-Bharati began its
journey as a separate department in 1953 under the Siksha-Bhavana (Institute of Science). Later it came under the Vidya
Bhavana (Institute of Humanities & Social Sciences) and the first batch of postgraduate students came out in 1958 and the
first PhD was awarded in 1969. Currently the Department is placed in the building “Vidya-Bhavana Angana’. The Department
offers UG, PG and PhD courses, under the guidance of eminent professors.
